Because You’'ll Never Meet Me - Leah Thomas**
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Ollie and Moritz are best friends, but they can never meet. Ollie is
allergic to electricity. Contact with it causes debilitating seizures.
Moritz’s weak heart is kept pumping by an electronic pacemaker. If
they ever did meet, Ollie would seize. But Moritz would die without
his pacemaker. Both hermits from society, the boys develop a fierce
bond through letters that become a lifeline during dark times—as
Ollie loses his only friend, Liz, to the normalcy of high school and
Moritz deals with a bully set on destroying him.

A story of impossible friendship and hope under strange
circumstances, this debut is powerful, dark and humorous in equal
measure. These extraordinary voices bring readers into the hearts
and minds of two special boys who, like many teens, are just waiting
for their moment to shine

In many ways, Natalie O’Reilly is a typical fourteen-year-old girl. But a
routine visit to the eye doctor produces devastating news: Natalie will
lose her sight within a few short months.

But the miracle does not come, and Natalie ultimately must confront
every blind person’s dilemma. Will she go home to live scared? Or will
she embrace the skills she needs to make it in a world without sight?

One
is taken prisoner by merciless soldier boys, and the other is faced with
an impossible decision: Risk everything to save a friend, or flee to a
place where freedom might finally be possible.

El Deafo - Cece Bell**

Starting at a new school is scary, even more so with a giant hearing aid
strapped to your chest! At her old school, everyone in Cece's class was
deaf. Here she is different. She is sure the kids are staring at the Phonic
Ear, the powerful aid that will help her hear her teacher. Too bad it also
seems certain to repel potential friends.

Then Cece makes a startling discovery. With the Phonic Ear she can
hear her teacher not just in the classroom, but anywhere her teacher is
in school--in the hallway...in the teacher's lounge...in the bathroom!
